QUESTIONS OF THE WEEK

How does it make me feel to know that forgiveness and
mercy are available to me when | don't deserve it?

How am | at forgetting the wrong others do to me?

WEEKLY REFLECTION
When Jesus saw their faith, he said to the paralytic, « Child, your
sins are forgiven. » (Mark 2:5)
Did you catch that? Jesus forgave this man and healed his
paralysis because he saw the faith of his friends! It wasn't the
paralyzed man's faith that moved him, it was his friends' faith.
These four men stood with their friend and were convinced that if
they could just get him to Jesus, he could be healed. Even if it
meant tearing up the roof, they loved their friend enough and they
believedin Jesus enough todoit.
What a moving illustration of true brotherhood! While the
paralyzed man doubtless had faith himself, it was his four friends
who actually got himto Jesus. Ifitweren'tforthem, he would never
have been able to walk or known Jesus'forgiveness..
Jesus never intended the Christian life to be a solitary journey. On
the contrary, we are stronger when we are surrounded and
supported by brothers and sisters in the faith. Where the world
tells us to be independent and self-reliant, Jesus tells us to lean on
each other and to let others lean on us. That's probably why he
sent his disciples to preach two by two. He knew they needed to
balance each other out, with one helping the other in moments of
weakness or tiredness. He knew they needed each other so that
they would not fall to temptations of pride, or give up in the face of
opposition or hardship.
What about you? Do you have brothers and sisters to help bring
you to Jesus? Are there people whom you would go out of your
way to help in their faith? It's always a good idea to reach out to
one or two people in your parish and try to build a friendship with
them based on your faith. God wants to give us companions along
the way. May we all be open to so generous a gift, the gift of one
another.
IThank you, Lord, for the gift of friendship! You promised that you
would be with us always. What a treasure that you fulfill that
promise through faithful friends!"

Words Matter -~
Words can hurt or heal... What have yours done today?

The season of Lent is approaching. From childhood, we might
remember Lent as a time for giving up something... so let’s begin
right there. Perhaps we can give up words that hurt for Lent and
replace them with words that heal. In fact, why not look at the
entire season of Lent as aretreat we can make without leaving the
world of everyday life. To walk the road and way of Jesus we need
a certain type of nourishment. He came to give it to us. To receive
this nourishment we could give up some of our normal activities to
make room for more spiritual activities. Some examples that
might help could be: consciously choosing to make room for more
prayer, going to a Parish Mission, joining a Small Faith Sharing
group that reads the Bible together, arriving early for Mass or
staying a bit later, to visit the Blessed Sacrament in our Chapel to
reflect and meditate there with Jesus. These are but a few
suggestions. Let the Holy Spirit guide you. Whatever we choose,
we do these things to die to our self-centredness and selfishness
through the journey of Lent, to receive new life from the Risen
Lord at Easter and enter into a faith that is more alive after Easter.
