QUESTIONS OF THE WEEK
What has my experience of knowing Jesus been like?
Can I find the grace that comes from the crosses | have
had in my life and use it to help heal others?

WEEKLY REFLECTION
He remained outside in deserted places.( Mark 1:45)
This man wore no shackle or chain, yet he lived every day in
solitary confinement. Afflicted with leprosy, he was bound by
Levitical law, which insisted that everyone with a skin disease must
be quarantined. It was a hellish fate, where they lived in isolation
until they withered away.
Then the man felt a touch from Jesus' outstretched hand, and he
was healed instantly! Jesus took away the disease that separated
this man from his brothers and sisters, and by extension, from God.
For centuries, Fathers of the Church have seen in this story a
model of the way Jesus destroyed the leprosy of sin and brought us
back into communion with each other and with God.
We are familiar with the healings that Jesus performed healings of
body, soul,, and spirit. For the most part, they have happily-ever-
after endings where everyone is restored to health, and Jesus is
revered as a powerful wonderworker. But this story takes an
unexpected turn. While the man was able to embrace his loved
ones and rejoin the community, Jesus was forced to remain
outside of the town in #leserted places$(Mark 1:45). Why?
We may think it was because Jesus was afraid the people would try
to make him a king or use him in their political struggle against the

occupying Roman army. This may have been part of Jesus$

thinking. But if we look at the Law of Moses, we see that Jesus
stayed away also because he had touched a leper, which made
him ritually unclean. And the only remedy for such impurity was a
time of isolation so that he would not contaminate anyone else.
What a vivid illustration of the gospel! On the cross, Jesus took
upon himself the sickness of our sin and the banishment that we
deserved. He bore themin his own body, cleansing us to be united
with God. By Love's wounds, we have been healed!

!Lord Jesus, your love moves me to bow in worship at your feet, for
that leper was me."

Liturgical Celebrations% words & definitions.
Humeral Veil: A long narrow, shawl-like vestment used at
Benediction and in processions where the Blessed Sacrament is
carried.
Ciborium: A large cup-like vessel with a cover that contains the
hosts used for communion or to reserve the Blessed Sacrament
inthe tabernacle.
Paten: A saucer-like dish that holds the bread which will become
the Body of Christ. It usually matches the chalice with which it is
used.
Chalice: The large cup used at Mass to hold the wine which
becomes the Blood of Christ.
Large Paten: Abread plate, used in place of a ciborium, on which
the breads which will be consecrated for communion are placed.
Communion Cups: These are chalice-like vessels, often made
of pottery, used at communion when the people receive from the
cup.
Flagon or Decanter: A carafe-like vessel used to hold the wine
which will be consecrated at Mass for the communion of the
people.
Pyx: A small, gold, pocket-sized metal container in which
Communion s carried to the sick.
Thurible: A metal container extended from chains that holds the
hot charcoal for the incense; also called a censer.
Thurifer: The Altar server who carries the thurible so he is an
incense bearer.
Boat: A small metal container that holds the incense to be put in
the thurible. It has a cover and comes with a small spoon. Often
shaped like aboat, itis a symbol of the bark of Peter, the Church.
